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Papa Bear Chair PP19

Papa Bear Chair has its roots in the English wingback chair, but because the lower
sections of the armrests are open, the sitter can rest the legs over or beneath them,
resulting in a chair of remarkable openness and freedom of posture. A journalist once
observed that it looked like a bear embracing the sitter from behind, a description

that appealed to Anker Pedersen of AP Stolen, who adopted the name Papa Bear

Chair. Made with close attention to every material and process, PP19 required two
skilled craftsmen working for two weeks to complete, making it an expensive model.

To streamline production and reduce costs, Wegner also designed AP69. However, its
cushion materials tended to deteriorate with age. In Denmark its lower price earned it the
nickname Cheap Bear, but relatively few were made, which has made the model a rarity.

Named The Heart Chair for its triangular seat with rounded corners, this
chair was conceived to accompany a round table, and when multiple
chairs are arranged together, they take on a flower-like appearance
when viewed from above. Versions with paper cord seats and different
top rail shapes were also released at the same time.
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Upholstered Peacock Chair JH521 (prototype)

This chair is clearly recognizable from its silhouette as a redesign

of Peacock Chair. The original had a drawback in that the spindles
pressed against the back and became uncomfortable during extended
sitting. To address this problem, this fully upholstered version was
produced, offering significantly greater comfort. However, it was never
mass-produced, and only ten to fifteen prototypes were made.
