The top rail of this chair has its backrest widened for greater comfort. In the upper section,
two pieces of wood are placed on the curved form so that they meet symmetrically at the
central joint. The two elements are joined using the book-match technique, in which a single
piece of wood is split in half so that the grain mirrors itself. This is why it has been said that
Wegner designed not only the chair but even the wood grain.

The chair takes its name from an interesting episode. One day, a Danish man found a
chair that had washed ashore. Although the seat was missing, the chair was identified as
being made by PP Mgbler, and the company was asked to reupholster it. Despite having
fallen from the deck of the Danish ferry Dana Anglia and drifted at sea for several days,
the wooden frame was completely undamaged.
